Canberra, December 17,
Sir Douglas Mawson, in a mes-
sage from on board the Discovery,
mentions that the king penguins,
which were almost exterminated by
sealers, have greatly increasod in
number since Macquarle Island was
declared a sanctuoary,

Sir Douglas says:—Beneath four
tents In our camp at Macquarie Island
wo twelve snuggled down, but to sleep
was Impossible, for a westerly gale
roared down from the mountains, It
carried awny one of the tents., Sea
eclephants stir into activity during the
night, and above the howl of the gale
could be heard a running serenade of
grunts and snorts. One anima] tried
to enter a tent, but found the occu-
pants too hostile.

An early breakfast of sea elephant
steak and lver fortified everybody for
ilfe arduous day’s work ahead. An in-
