The fee for the examination iz 30/ up
to cight subjects, and 7/6 for any sepa-
rate subject, so that the 3,000 children
who took part in the recent examination
contributed approximately £4,500 in fees.

Much of this money comes ont of the
pockets of those who can ill-afford the
expense, and this naturnlly causes inténse

digsappointment when the children fail

inexplicably in their examination.
CHOSING SYLLABUS

The Public Examinations Committee,

which decides a syllabus for the year and
submits it to the [Public Examination
Board for approval, comprises University
lecturcrs, the Director of Education (Mr.
W. J. Adeyv), principals of leadiug ol
iegos for boys and girls, and representa-
tives of public and commercial schools;
and of the School of Mines and School
of Arts and Crafts.

It is on this svllahus that the Pobile
Examinations Board bases ilg papers.

At the University it was pointed out
today that for & nominal sum persons in-
toreated could purchase the manual of
the Public Examinations Board, which
included the svllabuses for the  year,
examination papers for thy previous year,
and 45 pages ol notes by examiners.

By studying these papers and the notes
of the examinérsg candidates would learn
the type of guestion to expect, and what
whe expected of them by the examindrs.
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GIRLS EXCEL
IN ARTS

Results Show
BOYS PRACTICAL

South Australlan educationists are
not all prepared to admit that girls
are more intelligent than boys. Fol-
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lowing successes achleved by girls at
the leaving certificate examinations In
New South Wales, a5 published in the
Sydney letter in “The Advertiser” yes-
terday, women claimed they had more
intelligence than boys.

Resulls of the recent leaving exam!-
nations at Adelalde show that honors
were fairly evenly divided. While girls
showed greater aptitude for several
languages and history, boys excelled
in the more practical subjects.

In English and French girls topoed
the list of credits, o 1 won the %E?g—
nyson mcedal for English, Of 20 cre-
dits awarded in English 12 were se-
cured by girls, There were only six
boys in the 14 candidates who se-
cured honors in French.

Boys galned six of the seven credils
In German, the two credits iIn Greek.
and 16 of the 18 credits in Latin. Eight
of the 13 credits in ancient history went
to boys, although a girl topped the
list, ighest honors in economics,
mathematics (I. and II), physics,
chemistry, agricultural science, book-
keeping, and drawing went to boys, but
in geology, botany, physiology, and
shorthand girls were superior. Botany
and physiology appealed especlally to
girls, and they secured all the credits,
and all but one in shorthand, On
the other hand, of 37 credits awarded
in mathematles only two went to girls.

Mr. Adey Cautiouns

There was an equal
honors in economic history and arith-
metic, a boy and girl sharing higheést
honors in each subject,

“It 1s very difficult to differentiate,”
sald the Director of Education (Mr.
Adey), when asked whether he thought
boys or girls were the more intelll-
gent. “I have taught thousands of
children, but, without making an ex-
haustlve analysis, I would not care to
express an opinion one way or the
other. I think girls excel in the arts,
music, Ilanguages, literature, and
botany, but that in mathematics and
sclence boys are superior. Sometimes,
of course, boys do show aptitude for
languages, and girls for sclence.

“It is generally recognised that girls
and women have greater powers ol

to detall, but for broad generalisations
and original study, men are superior,
