Adelaide's poor showing in the last
Inter-’Varsity debates has called forth
a shower of critlclsm of cur debhating
gystem. The Men's Union have an-
swered the challenge with the an-
nouncement of a Parlamentary debate
on ‘''Conscription,” to be held next
Wednesday. 'The Women’s Union, who
30 far in the discussion have been
utterly ignored, are considering hold-
ing debates of their own. Tie 8.C.M.
have already lield two open Ifora this
year, one on State Lotteries, and the
other on Compulsory Military Train-
ingz, whare every student hag had a
chance of airing hig or her views, The
new Arts Asgsocintion has challenged
the Law students and been subdued
by them, and is now wranging a de-
hate between Women Aris TFPreshers
and the rost. 3oth Men’s and
Women's Low Societies are function-
ing as usual; while the ever-active
LR.C. has held two very pood intcr-
national debates—one of them going
as far ag to be four-sided,

Organised Debating.

Yet this sudden burst of debating
activity, although it will undoubtedly
raise the poor standard, has not solved
the Inter-"Varsity problom with such
@ number of scattered independent
organisations which are all maklug it
their business to encouvage the art of
speech, it lg naturally impossible to
keep n record of the opmparative mevit
and the congistency of the gpealters.
We cannot help comparing these sep-
arate  bodies to (ributary streams
which should flow into o main river,
but end instead Iin a futile swamp.
‘What we must have, and the sooner
it ig generally realised the better, is a
lively Debating Organisation that will
hold regular and frequent meetings—an
organisation for the lge of both men
and ‘women students, and -attended
by the Selection Comimittee or at least
one member of that Committee, This
mothod, employed in the other States,
iz the only one yet devised which
glves the Inter-'Varsity selectors a
genuine chance to do their job pro-
parly. When 'Varsity Debating has
been placed upon such a footing, then
and only then will the general standard
of debating improve, and the team
be representative of the Adelaide Uni-
vergity as a whole—not only of the
Men’s Union,

WOMEN AND DEBATING.

It seems incredible that women are,
in praetice, virtually excluded from our
debating team. For, while there is no
hard and fast law excluding them, yet
they are not even given a trial in
the selection of the team. Every other
State recognises that women as well
as men can rise to Inter-'Varsity stan-
dard. Even ‘the Sydney University,
prejudioed against women though it
is, has a woman on :itg Selection Com-

mittee; and although so far she has
almost invariably been squashed by
her goentlemanly co-selectors, yet her
presence shows that the woman stu-
dent’s right is recogniged. South Aus-
tralin was the firgt State to give its
women the Iranchise. The Adelaide
University ran a close second in ad-
mitting women to ity sacred precincts.
Surely we owe it to our tradition to
wipe away this pelty prejudice of ours
and glve women students a fair go.

Two women actually took part in
the last Inter-'Varsity Contest—Miss
Tangney from W,A, and Miss Court-
ney-Priatt from Tasmania, and it is
gingularly noticeable that Dboth these
teams won their first debate by the
unanimous vote of the three adjudi-
cators. Tor the benefit of those with
nasty minds, the adjudicators were
ctifforent on bhoth occasions, and any-
how, if women do gppeal to the judges,
it is high time that we had at least
one in our team. Miss Tangney, ac-
cording to the *“Advertiger,” wasg the
autstanding spealter of the whole con-
test, 'There are several women stu-
dents among us who, If given a chance,
would most certainly he able to stand
up to the men (as dehaters, of course).
Bven it therve are not any outstand-
ing at present, the principle of equality
whould he introduced for uge in the
future,

The Lady Symon [all
wag fllle@—some "with opinions, some
hoping for something deflnite out of
the discussion.

We arrived to hear Mr, Bills putting
the case against war and preparations

for war, wth complex and cross-
indexed notes gripped iun -the right
hand. is arguments were o littln

too condensed for ready digestion; bui
he way quite cenvinced that com-
pulsory training was only another pre-
hide to war.,  'War would ba the end
of civillzation, We must work to-
wards internationalism in politicw, s
cconomics and commonsense clearly
domana,

Mr., Bundey said e wanted peace;
but went on to outline the wtock
arguments for compulgory training—
omployment, physical training, mect-
ing men, defending ourselves (pre-
sumably against the flrst nation wa
were tald to do so agalnst), ete, lle
then  went on about Belgium and
Tingland's choice, in 1914, Natlons at
presont were truled by fear, and we
must he ready to defend ourselves.

The views of Mr, W, D, Allen, L.CM,
Pres., werp for nan-resigtance on truo
Chrlgtian llneg In theory with an inter-
niational police force as o practical in-
gtrument tor keeping order.

My, I M. Lloyd put the practical
non-registance cage rather baldly wnd
badly. Still he had the guts to say,
“If the ouomy mado roasonable - de-
monds Tor the ownership of parts of
our lands we ghould give way to
them, Even if they made unreason-
able demands we should let the enomy
have thelr way.” At thig point the
"“News" -reporter heard many of the
famous “groans and murmurs from
the other studoents,” which to the rea~
der of the press signify general dis-
agreement.

Then Mr. Amos, with the only gen-
uine and spontaneous humour of the
forum, “I don’'t want -to fight any
individual in any other country, and 1
don't think any individual in any
other country wants to fight me. Why
defend our country? The country
will still be here whether we defend
it ©or not.” That was not his main
point (we are glad to -=say—it was
rather a quibble); he attacked Mr.
Bundey's argument about fear. “Are
armed people going to eliminate fear?"

Professor Campbell (In the chair)
said he had to go to another meeting
and wound up the discussion. Arma-
ment firms and their influence, he de-
clared, were beside the point, e
thought an international police force

Music in Adelaide.

Adelaide hag been extremely fortun-
ate in the past month; there have been
three musical performances of out-
standing interest. The first was that
wiven by the Bach Society, under Mr,
Johin Horner; a piano recital by Miss
Miviam Hyde, and a song recital by
Misys IIilda Gill. 'The reactions of the
public to these, however, have bheen
varied—the “Pagsion,” of course, was
treated gently, for, after all, Bach is a
greal composer. But Mirian Ilyde
and also Hilda Gill have eome in for
rough treatment. I'rom the criticising
in the wvarious papers we are led to
believe that the recitals were staged
for the amusement of the public and
not for the wvindication of the artist,
Oscar Wilde wag very fond of the
gaying, “Art for Art's Sake,” but sure-
ly it 18 more correct to consider art
ayg heing for the artist's sake. It
would appear that the public would
lilke music to be a soporifle, And thig
in spite of the modern cult of “music
appreciation.” They do nolt want the
stufl  their grandfathers had, yet
strangely enough they want dashing
ballet transcriptions, presumably in
the style of Gounod in “Vienna,” and
other ‘“arrangements” TDbeloved or
Marlk Weber and his cronies.

In these days of wireless music “to
which people wagh clothes, shave,
make love or fall asleep,” surely the
choice of a programme Lor a recital
is a delicate business, IHave we not
the vight to expect something that
is not dinned into our ears at every
street corner

The man in the gtreet is well
gerved in this connection, but when he
becomes the man in the concert hall,
he sheds a little of his skin. e hasg
come to liaten, and if he cannot take
the time or the trouble to listen intel-
ligently it would be hetter if he stayed
away altogether. e is there to absorb
somothing that the composer has felt
and which the artist endeavours to
recapture for us. Music is more than
mere sound just as boolis are more
than a chance agglomeration of words.

Perhaps the more legitimate critic-
ism of programmes would be levelled
at avtists for doing the stuff we
know, than for doing that which we
do not know. In this event we have
some right to expect Migs Gill, for ex-
ample, to sing something from Wolf's
“Spanische Leiderluich” or gome of
Mahler's Leilder, rathor than that we
should expect her to sing touching
dltties about “trees.”

“Appreciation is born of understand-
ing, the. unintelligible is rejected by
all honest mindy; attention grows out
of Interest”-—platitudes all, but true.
‘When the average man says he knows
what he likey, he usually means that
he likes what he knows. ‘So let usg
then' extend our knowledge a little.

We have In the University certain,
although restricted, means of hearing
the more or less familiar and un-
familiar mugle, but how many avail
themselves of the opportunity

This geason in Adelaide promises to
be rich musically, and it behoves us
to set about mome really intelligent
eriticism for a change,
