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Dip Ed doings

I am sorry Brian Samuels wishes now to withdraw from
our debate. I think, as he hoped at the time of his
original article on June 13th, that many people have
[been following it with interest, His reason for
breaking off now is that he feels no communicabtion
is taking place., On the contrary, I am just begin-
ning to understand him. For example, when he wrote
Jfon June 13th: "My reform requires the abolition of
assessment! it was stupid of me to think that he
meant "My reform requires the abolition of assess-
ment", His latest brief comment makes it plain that
his reform/requires the abolition of formal assess-
ment procédures. (exams and compulsory essays),
Apparently, then, we are still required to assess
students for the Diploma, but informally, I worked,
mercifully for a short time, under such a system
once. It had abominable results. Tutorials became
stilted and formal, or degenerated into fierce com-
petitive struggles between students seeking atten-
tion, -Informal chats over coffee or beer became
formal selk‘——djgplay sessions or sycophantic crawl-—
Bing periods... There was even an Indian lady who
bought expensive gifts for staff and wept when they
were refused, because this convinced her she had
faileds - the gifts were evidently not expensive
encugh. .

Does anyons seriously advocate the introduction of
tinformal! assessment methods? As I knew them,
they were much worse than exams, much more subject-
ive, much legs reliable, and a really bad influence
on, teaching and learning, I dislike assessment of
'all kinds, especially when I have to do-it and when
T am aware that someonets future might be affected
by my decision. But if Brian and other students
are going to make me assess them, I'd sooner have

a script to read than try to do 1t fhce to face
over a pint of beer or at a Prosh Ball,

But Brian wants deeds, not words, He did not like
our deeds before, and criticised us for not dis~
cussing them. Bubl here are a few possible tdeeds?
that might be done in the nsar future. I think '
they are worthy of discussion before anyone plunges::

We could impose a. quota -~ thereby excluding, next
term, about 100 students who otherwise would expect '
to do the Dip, Ed. (see Arts Faculty Minutes, Meet-
ing of 9th August, item X). . Such a drastic reduc-
tion in our student enrolment might enable us to
improve the Diploma course gquite a lot.
Unfortunately, fewer people would be able to do

the improved course.

Another posslbility (mentioned in my article of
June 20th)., would be to close down the Dip.Ed.
course enbirely. This has strong support in sone.
guarters. Presumably if we did this, the students
expocting to do Dip,Bd. would have to go somewhere
elae, bub it would let us nicely off the hook. We
could then concentrate on our own research and
higher degrees ~ a most attractive prospect, ex~
cept for all sorts of other consequences,

We could try Lo expand the Dept, of Education en-
ormously so thalt we could do the Dip,Ed. properly.
‘I But. where is the money to come from?  And in any
case, could such expansion take effect in time to
nmeet the renewed crisis next term?

Unfortunately in that original article I also talked
of "total freedom" as a shorthand for the philosophy
of student centredness that underlies the so~called
tnew educationt. Naturally ttotal freedom! is an

ideal thal can never be atlained, and the cliche that

with freedom goes discipline and responsibility is
only too true, but I believe that giving Dip.Bd.
gbudents ttotal freedom' would be more valuable than
the existing set-up.

In On Dit 17 I promised to elaborate my thoughts on
the freedom and discipline debate, but I have notl
been able to find time to do 8o, If indeed "many
people" are atill following this debate, L can how-
ever direct them to some general thoughts on educa~
tion, as well as my thoughts on assessment in gen-
eral (c.f, for the Dip.kd.) which will appear in
‘the background papers for the forthcoming ANZAAS
symposium on assessment, which will be held in the
Napier Tower, 23rd September. (Students welcome -
$3 fee, see advert, elsewhore in this On Dit).
Incidentally the papers for the previous symposiim
held in July are very useful,

presently being discussed. A Faculty commilteo ie
considering whether 'to apply quotas. A joint com-
mittee of the University and Adelaide Teachers Coll-
ege is, inter alia, lookling at the College's olffer
to take over the Dip.Ed. As reported by John Wilson
in the September "Dip Ed Divulger", a 'vast major-
ity of the (Dip Ed) staff supported this proposal
until it was realised that the loss of the Dip.RLd.

Nevertheless, I suggest thal this is probably the
best resolution of the problem, as long as some hign-
ane way can be found to provide for the currenmt
staff. (The loss of student numbers would mean a
cut-back in staff,)  In the interests. of a worbth-—
while Dip.Ed. course, students will need to follow
very carefully the proceedings of the two committoaa
mentioned above,

form quite simple daily basks, All these factors
contribute to the indignity that too often accom-
panies old age.

The ugliness of these facts recently led to a pen=
sioner-visiting group being formed by some members
of soclal action. The alm is to give direct person—
al help to individual pensioners, We are appealing
for volunteers to visit elderly people in their
homes and help them with simple household chores
which might, for example, include washing a floor or
mowing a lawn. Prices charged by domestic agencles
or tradesmen for these and other such services are
usually exhorbitant. and quite beyond a pensionerts
meagre budget and therefore these jobs too frequent-—
1y remain undone and accumulate to worsen the pen-
There-
fore we are hoping to give both simple practical help
and al the same time provide some human contact and
a link with the "oubside worldM,

Tt is proposed that the scheme operate on a weekly
bagis with students visiting singly or in pairs
gpending a couple cf hours each bime.
