‘been simply and solely an examining insti-
tution. . By the alrangement with
Trinity College of Musio the other side
of the needed equipment will now be
supplied ; and alike in the most advanced
branchesof techniqueand of theorystudents
will be instructed by professors whose
salaries will not depend upon the fees
collected from the classes, but will be
provided mainly out of the income from
endowment.  Private teachers will be
expected to take their pupils as far as the
junior and senior examinations both in
theoryand practice. inthesame waythatthe
intermediary schools and colleges prepare
candidates for the corresponding examina-
tions. in geperal knowiedgs. The Con-
servatorium classes and lessons on singing,
‘the plano, and the violin, and on the
‘playing of the various orchestral instru-
ments, will represent the highest rung on
the ladder of musical tuition. This does
not - necessarily mean that already
existing teachers and institutions will
be subjected to loss through the
introduction of new  compstition. '
The establishment of the University itself |
produced no such effect—but rather the
contrary-—on the intermediary educa-
tional institutions, because it provided a |
high standard and made 15 worth while
for students to aim at completing their_
education within the colony. |

Writing to The Register on June 18l
Jast Professor Ives said that he‘*
had in Lordon appointed that evening to |
meet the Associated Board of the Royal
Academy of Music and the Royal College
of Music, to complete negotiations for the
practwal affiliation of tnelr examinations
in music with our own in Adelaide next
November. Chief Justice Way, as Chan-
cellor of the University, was also to be
present, and the Board of the Associated

,Inatlnutmns whom they were to meet in-

cludes six of the most emment com-
posers in England. Since the Professor’s
letter was written our London correspon-
dent has telegraphed that the Kxaminer
selected is Mr C. Lee- Williams, Mus.
Bac., the late organist of Gloucester
Cathedral. Mr. Wilhams will act as
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the purely theoretical branches of the
art, the Universityof Adelaide has hitherto
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assessor in the examinations very much
as Mr. W. H. Wale acted last November ;
thus the candidates for the various tests
will again have the satisfaction of know-
ing that themr performances will not
be judged solely aocording to the
taste of one individual, ' but will
be talked over by two experts of
high ability, one of whom understands
what musical eculture i1s in Australia,
while the other is in a position to apply
English standards. The two different
objects accomplished by the Professor
in arranging separately with the joint
Board of the R.A M. and R,C.M., and
‘with the authorities of Trinity College of
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-Musxc, ought not to ‘be confused in any
. WaY. The former alliance i1s for the
purpose of securmg”a  high and well-

recognised standard of examinations ; the
'objact of the latter is to iﬁlprove the
facilities for teaching the higher branches
~of music as an art. = Examinations for the
degree of Associate of Trinity College are
regularly conducted in Australian cities,
and a few days ago our telegrams an-
nounced that three Svdney candidates had
secured their certificates.  But the tests
with which those of the University of
Adelaide are to be levelled or ad-
justed are those of the two ‘ Royal”
institutions in  London. Candidates
will doubtless be desirous of ascertaining
what effect this will have upon our local
examinations. Will they be easier cor
harder? That is the momentous ques-
tion for dubious aspirants. We thick
they are likely to be harder. The School of
Music at the University is to be no longer
dependent upon examination-fees, and the
sole duty of the Examiner now will be
not so much to encourage candidates as
to malntain a high and even standard.
There is no royal road to learning, even
though it be through the Royal College or
the Royal Academy examinations. Those
who wish to score passes in November
will have to bear this in mind, and pre-

pare accordingly. =~ | ﬂ
