The popularity of the public examinations
in connection with the Adelaide Universi'y
increases vear by year, as i evidenced by
the growing number of entries. The pri-
mary examination which commences to-day
has attracted 1,013 candidales, ns against
080 lagt yvear, and the increased number will
necessitate the vse of the Jubilea Exhibition
Bnilding, instead of the Elder Hall, as in
previous years. The permapent centres will
furnish 610 eandidates, and the provisional
| centres the remaining 408. The candidates
will represent private and public schools in
all paris of the States and in Western Aus-
tralia. The permanent centres incude
Clare, Jamestown, Moonta, Mount Gam-
bier, Narracoorte, Port Pirie, and the pro-
| vixional centres, Koolunga, Port Lincoln,
"Quorn and Redhill. In Western Australia,
bezides Perth, there are centres at Albany,
Coolgardie, Kalgoorlie, Novtham, and York,
each of which will be masaged from Perth.
The number of subjects taken up by the
candidates naverages 53 ¢ach. In order to
gain a cortificats it 18 necessary (o take at
least four subjects, two of which are com-
pulsory, namely English, and arithmetic,
The popularity in the schools of other anb-
jects will he seen by the number of entries
for the several divisions, History heads
the list with 853 entries; next comes algebra
with 772, geography has 742, geomelry 543,
Latin 348, and French 185, while German
and Greek have each a few, The examina-
tion will last for three and a hall days, and
"about 600 of the candidates will work their
papers in the Exhibition Bulding, while
suitable arrangements have been made for
the cxaminations in othor centres, The

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THE PRIMARY EXAMINATION.

The prmary cxamination in connection
with the University of Adslaide began on
Tuesdny morning, and will be completed to-
morrow, The net revenoe from fees must
' be ol respectable dimensions, for each of
the candidates pays at least half a guines,
while there i a small charge for each sub-
jeet taken bevond the stipulated four.
There ix every reason thercefore why the
staff whose duty it is to attend to the dis
tribution of the multitude of papers should
be  sufficiently large and comprehensively
attentive. On Tuesday in several cases can-
didates were kept waiting for their papers
up to a quarter of an hour after the exami-
nation on  that particular subject bad
started. On a nervous child that “bad
quarter of an hour” might have a very dis-
turhing cffect in the subssquent process of
answering the questions or working out the
problems set. No doubt mow that aitem-
tion hax been called to the matter greater
care will be excrcised to allow all the chil-
dren to start far in regard to {oture sub.
