They

were alive long time ago, but now they are dead and they still

g\iard the pia oe, The mobbern guttuk near Tuckanara is called

Gerdii^eo uimu^; .Meeril is father to Gerdil^ee. lie often g'oes

to the hill near Meeril.

If a mob goes they will not be touched, but if only a few go

they will be hurt.

Coming through the gap in the Weld Ranges on the way to the

wiigee mine, one of-the hills on the range shows a few outcrops

of dark iron ore, which ere supposed by the natives to bo some

moondung (spirits) of long deed natives wammagee) watching over

the road to the mine.
