big lakes where the fires had been made by Gilgil and koritch.

The fires had made great holes in the ground at lleenagallup,

koregugup, Hgulyajin, Gwabin, Bai^e-arap, Koring, Kwerdiagaring,

Minapin, Karaling, *Vardering, Yualbarning (derramungup district)

and Hgaiening - all these are lakes made fiom the holes left by

the great fire.

Then Gilgil and Moriteh put the fire in Milirn, Mungart,

and many other trees all of which are now kal boorn (fire wood,

or trees), Moriteh went one way and Gilgil another, and some

of Gilgil*s fires were made where the following lakes now are :

Beedining, Ealli-ungin, Weenl-ilyungain, Booregain, Milyirning

and Wiaguilungup.

Gilgil and Moriteh were ngoolyarwuni (brothers-in-law).
